IT’S MY LIFE
A guide for men & women about HIV and AIDS

How quickly do people infected with HIV develop AIDS? For
months or years after you get infected, HIV may cause no symp-
toms—it is impossible to know you are infected without taking a
test and you certainly can’t guess if someone else has HIV. But
over time, you may get symptoms of infections and diseases
caused by your immune system getting weaker—Ilike weight loss,
a specific type of pneumonia or cancers.

Is there a cure for AIDS? NO. It is not possible to cure AIDS,
but it is possible to treat HIV and the Symptoms of AIDS so peo-
ple can live healthy lives. Treating HIV is done with very specific
drugs known as ARVs-antiretrovirals. How is HIV passed on?
By having sex with an infected man or woman—BY sharing drug
injection equipment (needles, syringes) with an infected person —
From an infected mother to her baby during pregnancy, birth or
breast feeding—Transfusion of HIV infected blood. The majority
of men and women in the Caribbean who have HIV became in-
fected through unprotected sex. A man or woman who has HIV
(whether he/she knows it or not) can pass it on to his/her wife/
husband, girlfriend/boyfriend or anyone else he/she has sex with.
Remember, you can’t tell by appearance or behaviour who is
HIV positive and who is not.
