      Our preacher for our first Lenten Mission Services last 
Wednesday encourages us to search ourselves as we go through 
this Lenten Season. She made reference to the hymn 587 Mission 
Praise, “ Search me, O God, and know my heart today; try me, O 
Lord, and know my thoughts I pray: see if there be some wicked 
way in me, cleanse me from every sin and set me free. 
      For one to search him/herself, one must come to the realiza-
tion that without a pure heart one will not have a personal rela-
tionship with God in Christ Jesus. So the need to search oneself 
is to get rid of the things that would hinder us from entering the 
Kingdom of God. 
       As we search and recognized the faults within ourselves we 
would be in a position to measure our distance away from Cal-
vary and the saving arms of Jesus. Without self introspection, we 
will remain in our ignorance thinking to ourselves that we are 
already in the Kingdom of God. 
      David the Psalmist prayed that God would search him and 
his inner man not to remind him of his past but to highlight his 
hidden thoughts so that he could get rid of them and live that per-
fect relationship with his God. I am sure that David tried his best 
to get rid of the things in his life that had caused the estrange-
ment in his relationship with his God. 
      We too have  become estranged in our relationship with our 
God and we too can have that perfect relationship with Him. Our 
estrangement with God came as a result of our estrangement 
with our brothers and sisters.  Many of us are surprised about the 
statement, that we become estrange from God by our estrange-
ment with our brothers and sisters.    
      And that is why we are call to search ourselves as we work 
towards a spiritual relationship with God. Our spiritual relation-
ship with God begin with our relationship with one another. It 
begins with our love and care for one another. It begins with our 
forgiveness and reconciling with those who have done us wrong 
and those we have wronged. For one to be right with God one 
has to be right with our brothers and sisters. 
        Today I invite all of us to begin this soul searching for the 
period of Lent and beyond as we not only work towards a spiri-
tual relationship with God but with our brothers and sisters. This 
new relationship will not only benefit us as individuals but the 
entire church and community. Spirituality is seen and felt by 
those we come into contact as they trust us because of the Christ-
like nature we exhibit.  Let Lent be that driving force in our lives 
as we continue to search for God within.

IT’S MY LIFE 
A guide for men & women about HIV and AIDS 

 
What are HIV and AIDS?  HIV is the Human Immunodefi-
ciency Virus, the virus that causes AIDS.  AIDS stands for Ac-
quired Immunodeficiency Syndrome. Aids is the name given to a 
collection of serious illnesses that occur when the body’s immune 
system breaks down and is unable to fight off certain infections.  
What are the signs of HIV?  If you get infected with HIV, there 
are usually no symptoms straight away. But in the weeks after in-
fection, you may get a flu-like illness with any of the following 
symptoms — Fever, Swollen glands, Sore throat, a rash on the 
body. Many people don’t get these. These symptoms are also 
caused by lots of other common infections. How quickly do peo-
ple infected with HIV develop AIDS? For months or years after 
you get infected, HIV may cause no symptoms—it is impossible 
to know you are infected without taking a test and you certainly 
can’t guess if someone else has HIV.   To Be Continued
